A Solidarity Weekend”... August 28, 29, 30

In cooperation with Sister Regina
Albers of the Maria Stein Center, we
will be sharing a "Solidarity Mass"
with members of the migrant
community in the northern part of
our archdiocese. These migrant
farm workers travel from their
homes in Mexico each year to find
work. The journey is long and full of
dangers.

On Friday evening (August 28th -
at St. Julie Billiart — Hamilton, OH)
at 7.00 PM, we wil have a
presentation which focuses on
immigration and the migrant
experience. At this time, we will
begin a fast. Following the
presentation we will celebrate Mass.

We will depart from St. Julie's at
7:30 AM on Saturday, to arrive at
Maria Stein by 11:00. Hopefully,
some of those who cannot make
the trip will be able join us for a
prayer and song to send us off.

Once we arrive in Maria Stein, we
will gather for Mass, and have a
"convivio" afterward. We will return
to St. Julie's late Saturday night.

At the 1:00 PM mass on Sunday,
those who made the trip north will
process into church following the
cross - symbolizing the end of our
journey with Jesus leading us
home. After Mass, we will meet in
the Fenmont to share our
experiences with all.

This should be a very enjoyable
and meaningful weekend. We are
attempting to coordinate
transportation in order to
accommodate the greatest number
of participants with the fewest
possible vehicles.

We believe that this should be
an opportunity for members of the
entire parish community to take
part in one way or another.

Outreach Committee:
Spotlight on Poverty-HUNGER

The Outreach Committee is focusing on what we can do as a
parish community to work on the issue of poverty this fall and
we need your_help! In September, our focus is on hunger in
our own community and around the world.

On September 13" we will be handing out empty grocery bags
after mass to collect grocery and toiletry items that will be
distributed to Mercy St. Raphael Social Services and Serve
City for their emergency food pantries. The late summer and
early fall months are usually the toughest time for food pantries
and the shelves are often almost bare. The most requested
items at food pantries are canned fruits, cleaning and laundry
supplies, and toiletry items (especially shaving supplies,
feminine products, deodorant and shampoo/conditioner).

On September 20" we will be introducing you to the “Bread for
the World” Organization, which works to encourage Congress
to support legislation to alleviate world hunger. Visit
www.bread.org for more information and look for upcoming
bulletin inserts! We will prepare an “offering of letters” written
to our U.S. Representatives asking for their support of the
Initiating Foreign Assistance Reform Act of 2009 (H.R. 2139)
bill.

In a quick look ahead to October, we are also organizing a
“Rural Plunge” trip to Good Shepherd Mission Campton, KY on
Saturday, October 24™. We are looking for adult members of
the parish who can commit to an all day outing (6am-8pm) to
help work on a Habitat House and repair some of the trailers
before the cold weather comes. Good Shepherd Mission is
about a three hour drive from Hamilton and will give a quick
glimpse into the lives of those living in poverty in Appalachia.
