     I used to be in a parish where, if attendance seemed to be 
down on a given Sunday, someone would say, “The bus is 
late.

Are you aware that thanks to Jerry 
and Pat Gordon and Kelly and Jane Fox we DO have a 
handicap accessible bus that brings some folks to 11:00 Mass 
each Sunday.  These parishioners are folks who, otherwise, 
would not be able to attend Mass.  I always wonder if they sing 
songs during the ride like we used to do as kids.   
     Our PREP program depends on a group of catechists 
who, for over 30 Sunday mornings instruct our children in our 
Catholic faith.  Even more they share with the children their 
faith in action by this commitment.  Alison Smith listed their 
names in a recent bulletin.  Some of them have been at it for 
quite a few years.  Obviously they began when they were five-
years-old.  Seriously, I want to publicly voice my thanks. 

     As you know, each year in the late summer we publish a 
financial summary of our parish operations for the fiscal year 
just ended and a budget for the year just beginning.  The 
Parish Finance Committee: Bill Wilks, Bill Keck, Kim 
Munafo, and Brian Clark provides guidance to Betty Meiner 
and me throughout the year.  Quite honestly, in today’s world, 
they also provide a group to whom we are accountable.

The Prevalence of Abuse in Society  
In surveys of adults, one out of five women and one out 
of ten men reported that they were sexually molested 
before they were 18 years old. This means that an 
estimated 40 million adult survivors of child sexual 
abuse are living in the United States today. An 
estimated 9.6% of all school children will be molested by 
an educator or an employee of a school between 
kindergarten and 12th grade. Between 13 and 34% of all 
females will be victims of sexual assault before the age 
of 18, and 7 to 16% of all males will also be victimized 
before they are 18.
