     The parishes that came together in 1989 to form 
St. Julie Billiart brought a rich heritage.  That 
heritage goes beyond “brick and mortar”.  It is found 
in the deep faith that still draws people here to the 
place where generations past worshiped.  It is also 
found in the financial generosity that provides 
security for our Parish today.  We partner with our 
ancestors to provide for our ministries today and into 
the future. 
     We are pleased to share with you that two fellow 
parishioners chose to include St. Julie’s in their will 
(or long term gift plans).”  The bequest from the 
Marie Hoerner Trust will be used for the Parish 
subsidy for tuition at St. Peter in Chains School.  It 
allows us to quite possibly finish this year in the 
black.   
     From the Estate of Lucy Denittis we received a 
generous bequest that will allow us to continue to 
provide additional tuition aid to families who are 
sending their children to Catholic School.  Several 
years before her death, while we still operated our 
own school, Lucy was honored during Catholic 
Schools Week for her commitment to Catholic 
Schools. 
     We also received a smaller general bequest from 
Mrs. Denittis.  We will use that as part of the initial 
contribution to a fund that will be used for major 
repair and upgrades in the Fenmont.  Recall the 
great article in the May newsletter celebrating the 
80th anniversary of that building.  The $200,000 they 
raised would be over $2.5 million today.  We will 
soon be announcing a fund drive to mark this 80th 
anniversary of the dedication of the Fenmont. 
 
      So these bequests will help St. Julie Billiart 
continue our commitment to Catholic School 
education and to the continued maintenance of the 
marvelous buildings that have been part of our 
inheritance. 
     Someone once said that the failure of Christianity 
is only one generation away.  That is true in every 
generation, isn’t it?  Please be sure to be a part of 
this great story.  You can do that through time, 
treasure, and talent.  You can do that by weekly 
contributions, the Fenmont Fund that we will soon 
be establishing, and by remembering St. Julie Billiart 
in your will.
