     You may know from the Journal News or just from random 

comments that the recent visit of the Mexican Consulate at St. Julie 

Billiart has been a lightening rod for a good bit of negativity.  Not 

surprisingly, there was a great deal of misinformation flying around. 

     The Consulate was there simply to provide Mexican citizens who 

have proper Mexican birth records the opportunity to get either a 

Mexican passport or identity card for themselves and/or their 

children.  This is not a new thing.  They have been coming since 

before I was assigned here.  Many U.S. entities (banks, police, 

schools, etc.) ask for the person to prove his/her identity.  Quite the 

contrary to the accusation of helping people to “lie”, it was an effort 

to get them documents that accurately state their identity as a 

Mexican national. 

     I approach this in the same way I approach the situation of a 

couple living together who asks to get married here.  I want them to 

“regularize” their status.  Following the direction of the Church, I 

encourage them to move apart.  I explain that the Church sees what 

they are doing as wrong.  However, I do not refuse to witness their 

marriage if they insist on staying together.  That would be my same 

approach here.  I do not encourage undocumented people to break 

the law.  But I do want to help them “regularize” their status.  

Helping them is not approving their current situation any more than 

witnessing the wedding of a cohabitating couple is approving their 

situation.
