PASTOR’S CORNER 

   Last year at this time I had planned to make a concerted 
effort to revitalize the Parish Pastoral Council (PPC).  For 
various reasons, that did not happen.  This year it is my 
number one goal as Pastor. 
   A Catholic Parish can greatly benefit from an active, 
informed PPC.  It is not so much a group that “does” as much 
as a group that “plans”.  As grandiose as it may seem, the 
task of the PPC is to plan how a Parish will be involved in the 
Mission of Jesus.  Someone once said, “The Church doesn’t 
have a mission.  The Mission has a Church.”  How will St. 
Julie Billiart Parish put into practice the Mission of Jesus in 
this place, at this time, taking into consideration our talents 
and limitations?  A vital Parish is characterized more by the 
way it puts into practice the Mission of Jesus than by anything 
else. 
   By “revitalize” I mean the following: 

• addition of new members to the existing PPC 

• a period of initial formation that will help us work together 

• development of a work program for the next twelve 
months 
   I invite you to consider serving as a member of the PPC.  
What characterizes a person who can make a contribution in 
this way? 

• Willingness to participate in an orientation process. 

• Willingness to listen and be open-minded toward the 

ideas of others. 

• Able to be attentive to, and consider the needs of, the 
whole parish. 

• Commitment to give time to attend meetings and to 
prepare sufficiently for these meetings. 

• Willingness to accept and work with the consultative 
nature of a Parish Pastoral Council. 

• Willingness to learn and utilize the skills and exercises of 
pastoral planning. 

• Commitment to work in a spirit of prayer, shared 
responsibility and consensus-building. 
A willingness to give of their practical wisdom, experience and 
expertise. 
   It is fortuitous that Dr. Marian Schwab, recently retired from 
the Diocese of Houma – Thibodaux Louisiana, has moved into 
the area.  Marian has worked with PPC formation not only in 
that diocese, but around the country.  She will be offering us 
an information evening on Tuesday, August 31st, at 7:00 pm, 
in the Fenmont.  I encourage you to attend.  If you are curious 
about the possibility of serving on the PPC but cannot attend 
the meeting, let me know.  If you would like to suggest 
someone to serve on the PPC, let me know and I will send 
him/her a letter of invitation.
