They also
operate several educational/support groups designed to
help address issues for people in need. The team that
presented the program for Valentine’s Day Marriage
Enrichment work through JECCC. Over the years a
number of parishioners have received helpful counseling
there.

MEXICO ANYONE?

The Mission Office of the Archdiocese is planning an
“awareness” trip to the diocese of Puerto Escondido, Mexico
January 4 to 11. The idea of an “awareness” trip is to help
participants get to know the life of the Church there and the
material challenges many there face. Simply put, “To know
someone is to like them.” Our Mission Co-op speaker this
year was Fr. Jaime Rojas a priest from that diocese. The
Bishop, Eduardo Carmona, has visited here at St. Julie
Billiart several times during the last few years.

Fr. Jaime will be with the group during the entire time
there. Our own Dina Beach will be there as well as the head
of the Mission Office, Mike Gable. Mike has led many such
trips to Africa, the Middle East, and Latin America. There is
a possibility that I may go, as well.

While the purpose of the trip is educational, I'm sure you
would have a chance to enjoy the beautiful beach in the
principal city, Puerto Escondido. The trip is partially
subsidized through a grant the Mission Office has received
for this purpose. Participants would be expected to attend
one or two orientation sessions and a post-trip debriefing.
