After Christ himself, St. Paul is the second most important figure 

in the history of Christianity. Paul was born between 5-10 

AD.  Originally named Saul, he was born in Tarsus. Acts of the 

Apostles tells that he was a citizen of Rome, a descendent from the 

tribe of Benjamin. Paul was reared as a pharisaical Jew and 

educated in Tarsus.  He wrote good Greek, had basic Hellenistic 

rhetorical skills, and quoted from the Scriptures in Greek.  Paul 

supported himself as a tent maker.  He learned this trade so that he 

could later support himself in his efforts of evangelization. Saul, a 

strict Pharisee who “kept the law”, was zealous for the traditions of 

his Jewish ancestors.  As an enemy of the Christians, Saul asked 

the high priests to authorize him to arrest Christians at Damascus 

and bring them back to Jerusalem.  He participated in the 

persecution of Christians of Jerusalem, among them St. Stephen, a 

deacon.  What happened to Saul on the way to Damascus?
