Natural Family Planning

When my husband and | were
married nine years ago, | was taking
birth control pills, as are many young
women today. Our religious faith was
almost nonexistent and we rarely
attended mass.

However, a year after we were
married, things began to change in
our spiritual life. To make a long
story short, we made a pilgrimage to
Medjugorje, Bosnia, and experienced
drastic conversions. With the
intercession of Our Lady, we came
back to the Catholic Church and re-
dedicated ourselves to Jesus.

By this time, | knew that the
Catholic Church taught against
artificial birth control, but | still couldn’t
bring myself to stop taking “the pill.” It
just seemed so archaic that the
church would expect us not to use
modern methods of birth control.
What was the big deal about it,
anyway? Nevertheless, | took a leap
of faith and threw my pills away.

Hesitantly, | approached my
husband with this news. When | told
him why we could no longer use
artificial birth control, he was
supportive. However, we were both
apprehensive... What would we do
now?

Despite our worries, | felt sure that
| could figure out this fertility thing on
my own. So, first | bought a basal
thermometer and was able to chart
my temperature fairly accurately. The
problem was that | really didn’'t know
how to interpret those charts. A few
months later, a friend gave me a book
that explained how a woman could
track her cervical mucous. After a
month or two of using the mucous-
only method, | realized that this also
wasn’'t working well for us. From my

limited understanding, | thought that
my infertile time lasted only 2-3 days
per month, and | still wasn’t confident
in my own ability to track fertility
signs.

I was beginning to feel
discouraged, frustrated, and alone.
There were very few people that |
could ask for advice about this,
because almost everyone | knew was
on the pil. Finally, I did some
research on the Internet, and found
the Couple to Couple League
International (CCLI), which teaches
Natural Family Planning. The method
CCL teaches is not only highly
effective, but is in harmony with
Catholic Church teaching. By this
time, | was so tired of guessing about
my fertile signs that we were willing to
do whatever it took to understand
NFP better.

After listening to Dr. Smith’s talk,
we were fully convinced that NFP was
not just birth control for Catholics.
We saw how NFP could allow a
couple to not only follow God’s
commandments but also strengthen
their marriage through communication
and true intimacy.

We completed the NFP course and
became pretty skilled at charting my
cycles. We were both amazed at how
my fertility signs changed predictably
throughout the month and how easy it
was to read and interpret these signs.

Even with our enthusiasm for NFP,
the first few months were, however,
difficult and sometimes frustrating for
both of us. Because we were new at
charting, we chose to abstain from
sex for most of the month so that we
could observe at least one or two
cycles to better gauge my fertile/less-
fertile times. After a few months,
however, we grew more confident in

reading my fertility signs and more
familiar with the rules and guidelines
of NFP. Through all of this, we found
ourselves communicating better
about sex and growing closer and
more intimate as a married couple.

Initially, we stopped using artificial
birth control so that we could be
faithful to our Catholic beliefs.
However, after experiencing first-
hand how NFP can strengthen a
marriage and bring a couple closer to
God, it is easy to see why the church
teaches against artificial birth control,
and we are grateful for her guidance.
We now take joy in knowing that we
are no longer pushing God away from
our lives, but rather welcoming Him
in. We also share a special
closeness as a married couple
because we give ourselves fully to
each other—just as God intended.

We have been blessed with three
beautiful children so far. We are
open to life, as we promised God on
our wedding day. NFP is now an
important part of our lives, and we
have a better, more loving, and more
God-focused marriage than we did
before.  Our faith, like everyone
else’s, is a journey, and there are
times when it is a struggle to practice
NFP. At those times, and at other
difficult times in our marriage, we
invite Jesus into our hearts and pray
for strength and guidance.

In writing this article, we encourage
our fellow parishioners (regardless of
age or family status) to pick up a copy
of Contraception, Why Not? that St.
Julie’s is making available to all
families in the parish. It's an easy-to-
understand talk that will help clarify a
sometimes-foggy topic for many
Catholics.
