     Are you aware that St. Julie’s has a parish archives? With just 
over 175 years of history from the three parishes that merged, St. 
Julie’s has accumulated quite a collection of resources and 
memorabilia that paints a colorful picture of what parish life was like 
back in the early days of St. Stephen’s, St. Mary’s, and St. 
Veronica’s parishes, as well as the early days of St. Julie’s. Among 
the items in the collection are parish anniversary books, school year 
books, newspaper clippings, scrapbooks, and many photographs, 
some dating from as far back as the late 1800’s. There are even 
some 78 rpm recordings and reel-to-reel movies of liturgical 
celebrations.  
     For almost a year now, I have worked with the archives and I am 
stuck by the story told by the “snapshots” into the lives of our 
ancestors. The numerous photos of the various committees and 
societies show a truly “community-centered” parish. The 
anniversary books tell the ongoing story of growth and change, yet 
the faith always remaining a constant in their lives. I have a new 
appreciation for all the hard work and sacrifice that went into 
building our parishes.      
     The archives will help our parish celebrate its heritage and assist 
in continuing the work of writing the history of our congregation. The 
work being done ensures that all the items are properly stored, 
sorted, and organized so that these valuable resources are 
preserved for future generations. If you have a piece of history from 
St. Stephen’s, St. Mary’s, St. Veronica’s, or St. Julie’s that is taking 
space in your closet or attic, consider donating it to the Archives at 
St. Julie’s and be assured that your donation is greatly appreciated 
and will be greatly cared for.

     Pope St. Pius V established this feast in 1573. The purpose was to 
thank God for the victory of Christians over the Turks at Lepanto — a 
victory attributed to the praying of the rosary.  Clement XI extended 
the feast to the universal Church in 1716.  
     The development of the rosary has a long history. First, a practice 
developed of praying 150 Our Fathers in imitation of the 150 Psalms. 
Then there was a parallel practice of praying 150 Hail Marys.  Soon a 
mystery of Jesus' life was attached to each Hail Mary.  Though Mary's 
giving the rosary to St. Dominic is recognized as unhistorical, the 
development of this prayer form owes much to the followers of St. 
Dominic. One of them, Alan de la Roche, was known as "the apostle 
of the rosary." He founded the first Confraternity of the Rosary in the 
15th century. In the 16th century the rosary was developed to its 
present form—with the 15 mysteries (joyful, sorrowful and glorious). 
In 2002, Pope John Paul II added the Mysteries of Light to this 
devotion.

     The Church in general, and St. Julie Billiart in particular, 
looks forward to the baptism of children of parishioners.  
We hope to share in some way in the excitement of 
parents.  At the very beginning of Baptism the priest or 
deacon reminds the parents that, in asking that their child 
be baptized, “You are accepting the responsibility of 
training them in the practice of the faith.”  The Parish is also 
to nourish the incipient faith life of the child through our own 
witness to the Catholic faith.  In this sense, it takes a full 
community, parents, godparents, and parish, to raise a 
child in the faith. 
     To help parents and godparents better understand and 
reflect upon this two-fold responsibility, parents are 
expected to participate in a baptism preparation session.  
Godparents are strongly encouraged to attend as well. 
     These sessions are generally held the second Monday 
of each month at the parish office at 224 Dayton Street.  
The next class will be Monday, October 13th, at 7:00 PM.  
Parents should be registered parishioners and actively 
practicing the Catholic faith at St. Julie’s.  If you are 
expecting a child or have an infant to be baptized please 
call the office to register for the class at 863.1040.

After Paul’s baptism, he remained some days in Damascus, and 
then went to Arabia, possibly for a year or two to prepare himself 
for his future missionary activity.  Having returned to Damascus, 
he stayed there for a time, preaching in the synagogues that 
Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God.  This provoked the Jewish 
community and he had to escape from the city.  He then went to 
Jerusalem to see Peter and the other apostles and was 
accepted into the Christian community.  Later Paul went back to 
his native Tarsus, where he began to evangelize his own 
province until called by Barnabus to Antioch in Syria (49 AD).  
After one year, on the occasion of a famine, both Barnabus and 
Paul were sent with alms to the poor Christian community at 
Jerusalem.  Having fulfilled their mission they returned to 
Antioch.  St. Paul was on fire with the power of the Holy Spirit.
