So it is with bitter sweetness that we say our farewells to Father Manuel, Sister André,
and Donna. We rejoice with them as they go forth to new opportunities and
experiences. We give thanks for all the gifts their presence and ministry has brought to
St. Julie Billiart. We hold on to all the memories of joy of the times we had together.
Most of all we give thanks and praise that in God’s “Great Design” he planned that
Father Manuel, Sister André, and Donna lives would touch ours.

The parish is giving a special dinner in honor of Sister André and Donna on Saturday, July 16th, at 5:30 PM, in
the Fenmont. Father Manuel’s departure will be honored Sunday, June 26th, at 3:00 PM, in the Fenmont.

When they go this summer Dina and Dan Beach
will take a chalice donated in memory of Clarence Michael. Jeri and Mike wrote the following recollection of their trip:

It was heartwarming to see the appreciation of the Mexican Catholics for our visit. We met with three groups of parishioners
in Oaxaca villages who expressed their joy at having Catholics from the U.S. care enough to come to visit them. Usually
Anglo visitors from the U.S. are Protestant. They were happy to know we shared their faith and also grateful that there are
caring Catholics in the U.S. to look out for Oaxacans who have come here.

Their love for their Catholic faith and the enthusiasm with which they celebrate the Liturgy was inspiring to us. We were
also impressed the sense of responsibility they have to their church.

With a shortage of priests, they are very well trained as catechists, liturgists, social servants and leaders. They consider it
an honor to serve their parish and even a privilege to be appointed church custodian (maintenance person) for one year.

We came home with a better understanding of the reality of their situation in the remote mountain villages and the factors
that drive them to leave home and family to undertake the long, arduous and perilous journey to the United States.
