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FENMONT NEXT EIGHTY YEARS 
 

      Betty Meiner, Dennis Briggs, and Fr. Mike recently met again with SHP 
architects to review their analysis of our physical plant.  For this purpose “physical 
plant” encompasses four buildings: the church, the office building, the white 
house alongside the office building, and the Fenmont.  The study is nearing 
completion.  You will be seeing the results in the coming weeks.  Before then I 
have some good news.  They tell us that, aside from replacement of the Fenmont 
roof (no small job) and some repairs to a few of our stained glass windows, our 
buildings are in good shape structurally.  That will allow us to do two things. 
     First, we will be able to develop a plan that goes beyond “keeping the 
buildings from falling down”.  We do not have to deal with many urgent matters.  
So, in addition to an on-going maintenance plan, we will be able to consider both functional and cosmetic 
improvements (e.g. improvements to restrooms in church and in the Fenmont).  Having a long-range plan 
will mean that we will only be investing money or parish labor in projects that will be a part of our future for 
a long while.  Every project will be part of a whole. 
     Our plan will include large projects that require financial support from many parishioners because of their 
cost.  There will also be smaller projects that may be within the possibility of a single household.  Finally, not 
everyone will be able to participate financially.  So the plan will include some projects that hopefully we will 
be able to do ourselves. 
     We will be working with the architects and a few parishioners to decide how best to introduce the plan to 
all of you and invite your participation. 
      We kicked off the “next eighty years of the Fenmont” in the spring.  Now, with this plan, we will have a 
concrete and practical way of stepping into the future with the Fenmont and the other buildings we have 
inherited from those who have gone before.

“Residence Program” at our neighbors, the 
YWCA.  The Young Women’s Christian 
Association (YWCA) Residence Program 
provides three safe, supportive, and 
affordable-housing programs for women in 

Butler County. Goodman Place Program provides 
housing and services for women who are homeless and 

have a mental health diagnosis. The Transitional Program 
provides housing and services for women who are 
homeless. The Permanent Program provides housing and 
services for women who have completed the Goodman 
Place Program or Transitional Program. The women in 
the programs have fixed incomes or no income at all. 
They are unable to purchase essential personal items 
with food stamps such as, toilet paper, cleaning supplies 
and hygiene products. Donations can be dropped off in 
the designated boxes inside the church, as well as 
directly at the YWCA (244 Dayton St.).

The month of October each year is dedicated to the 
Most Holy Rosary. This is primarily due to the fact 
that the liturgical feast of Our Lady of the Rosary is 
celebrated annually on October 7. It was instituted 
to honor the Blessed Virgin Mary in gratitude for the 
protection that she gives the Church in answer to 
the praying of the Rosary by the faithful. 

The feast was introduced by Pope St. Pius V (1504-
1572) in the year 1571 to commemorate the 
miraculous victory of the Christian forces in the 
Battle of Lepanto on October 7, 1571. The pope 
attributed more to the "arms" of the Rosary than the 
power of cannons and the valor of the soldiers who 
fought there. 

John Paul II called the Rosary his favorite prayer, in 
which we meditate with Mary upon the mysteries 
which she as a mother meditated on in her heart 
(Lk. 2:19) (Osservatore Romano, 44; 30 Oct. 1979). 

In this month of October, let us consider this beautiful prayer of the Rosary as a means that we 
too can use in order to draw closer to Jesus and Mary by meditating on the great mysteries of
