The Parish Pastoral Council met in regular session on Thursday, February 2 at 7 pm in the parish office.  Our next scheduled meeting will be Thursday, March 1.
We discussed Archbishop Schnurr’s letter and agreed that we would encourage our fellow parishioners to pray the “Our Father” at noon each day as an expression of our faith and community support.

Father Mike presented a brief update on the upcoming Capital Campaign following up on the recommendations he received from the Parish Council and Finance Committee.  The campaign will be rolled out over the next several months.
We discussed our need to structure the positions on the Council to provide for new ideas and participants while keeping continuity.  We agreed to adopt “by-laws” for this process at our next meeting.  The consensus was that a maximum of six continuous years of service would work well.  Terms will be either two or three years. We currently have a vacancy and invite any one who has an interest to speak with Fr. Mike or any of our current council members.
We have received input from the parish wide meeting held last year and we expect to develop a solid strategic plan.  We expect to confirm priorities at the next few meetings in order to coordinate the budgeting process and provide funding for the programs we plan to focus on.
Please continue to pray for us as we seek to respect our traditions and further develop programming at St. Julie’s which strengthens our parish and our faith.
